Dear Parents and Families,

We have had a lovely start to the term and everyone has settled back in nicely to Nursery and Reception.  The children have had lots of fun getting to know their new classroom and teachers.

Here at St Mary’s, the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) is made up of a Nursery class and a Reception class.  Our EYFS staff work together as a team to provide quality provision which enables each child to develop their talents, personalities and abilities in a safe and stimulating environment.
